Please find below the summary statement of the Office of Cable Television (OCT) submitted
pursuant to section 208(a)(9) of the D.C. FOIA regarding its FY2008 Freedom of Information Act
(FOIA) report.

In FY2008, OCT received three FOIA requests. OCT fully complied with the requirements of the DC
FOIA statute (D.C. Official Code §2-511, et seq.) in its processing of these three FOIA requests. Each
request was made in writing and addressed to the OCT FOIA Officer, Niquelle M. Allen.

The first FOIA request was from a private citizen, Mark Borbely, for a digital video copy of the
Mayor's November 28, 2007 press conference on school closings. This request was received on
December 11, 2007, and was fulfilled in two days. Three employees worked on this request. The
total fee for processing this request, which includes the video duplication fee and employee
hourly rates, was $107.00. This fee was waived by OCT because the subject of the request, DC
Public Schools, is of great public interest.

The second FOIA request was from Bill Myers, of the Examiner Newspaper, for electronic
Iinformation related to website visits. It was received on January 14, 2008 and referred to the Office
of the Attorney General and Office of the Chief Technology Officer on January 24, 2008.

The third FOIA request was from James Barr, a private citizen, for historical information regarding
|the OCT flag and official seal. The request was received on July 2, 2008 and denied on July 7, 2008.
OCT denied the request because it does not have a flag or seal. Mr. Barr was referred to the Office
|of the Secretary for information related to the District of Columbia flag and official seal.

\With respect to the practical effects of the DC FOIA Act, the processing of FOIA requests has not
been a burden on this agency’s resources. Since most of the agency’s information may be found
on its website and can be transmitted via electronic mail, the employees’ time spent processing
FOIA requests has been minimal. However, the establishment of a clear document retention
schedule for the District of Columbia government as a whole would assist in managing citizens’
expectations regarding the availability of public records.

The District Department of the Environment (DDOE) receives on average 5 FOIA requests a day.
Most of the FOIA requests deal with Underground Storage Tanks associated with street
addresses, squares and lots. Applicants are mostly interested to know whether Leaking
Underground Storage Tank cases were opened for the particular locations. These FOIAs are
normally disposed of fairly quickly. Applicants who are notified of the existence of LUST cases,
normally come to the department to view the files on Tuesdays. Those who are unable to come to
the office are normally given the copies via PDF Files or are mailed the hard copies. The
Department also receives requests for cases dealing with lead-in-water issues. These take a while
to search. The department received 13 such cases last year.

The majority of FEMS' FOIA requests are for fire incident reports which are usually completed by
the Fire/Arson Investigation Unit. If the cause of fire is deemed to be under investigation, the time
frame to respond to a request is much more lengthy than required. It is my recommendation that
FEMS establish a fee schedule to obtain an actual copy of a fire report, the same as the
Metropolitan Police Department does that charges a $3.00 fee to obtain an accident report. (Such
a schedule will more than likely require the attention of the City Council). Most fire reports
average two pages. Although we may charge 25 cents per page to copy the report, it would cost
Imore to actually process the fee than it would be to collect it.

In lieu of this new age of technology
and the requirement for the reduction in the use of paper, I've assessed that there needs to be a
revision in the hourly fees that must be imposed as well as a revision in the way fees are calculated
Iin responding electronically to FOIA requests. Additionally, there is still a problem with obtaining
all payments of FOIA fees to requesters. There may be a need to amend the DC FOIA laws to
address the failurre of those who disregard the Act and its requirement to pay FOIA fees when
|they are imposed.

During fiscal year 2008, we received two very simple FOIA requests which were immediately
processed. We received a third FOIA request in the form of a letter claiming that we had not
responded to the requester’s previous two requests. We have no record of receiving any FOIA
requests from that requester, and there was no substantive request for information included

ithin the letter. We responded to the letter and invited the requester to contact the FOIA officer
by phone, letter, e-mail or in person, but to date we have not received any further communication
from the requester. This third request was categorized “other disposition.” The one FOIA request
that was pending from fiscal year 2007 was granted in part and in denied in part on March 13,
2008. The time for processing this FOIA request was not included in the calculation of the average
number of days to process requests, as it greatly skewed the result. The average time for
processing a FOIA request received in FY 2008 was 3.3 days, but the time from processing the
complex FOIA request pending from FY 2007 was 358 days.

Glenn Dubin remained FOIA Officer for the FY 2008 reporting period. Compliance was again very
good this year. The FOIA Officer has a good working relationship with the agency officials that
most often assist in responding to FOIA requests. The Department, with only a couple exceptions,
was able to respond within the initial 15-day period, to all FOIA requests. Due to a voluminous
amount of records to search in both of those exceptions, the FOIA Officer requested a 10-day
extension and was able to fulfill the requests within the additional time period. As in the past,
there were quite a number of requests for information and explanations not contained in the
records of the Department, such as information on DPW and MPD officers. The Department
continued to receive requests for privileged information unique to motor vehicle records. Under
the Driver Privacy Protection Act, 18 USC section 2721 et seq., DMV is restricted from releasing
personal driver information. As was the case last year, the agency’s response to media requests
have been handled well. The Department continues to receive a few requests from the media
each year related to hot issues. The FOIA Officer worked with the Public Information Officer to
respond to the media requests as soon as possible, often well within the 15-day answer period.
However, the fees collected do not come close to compensating the District for its full costs in
terms of employee time spent.  There was a sizable decline in requests from 45 in FY 2007 to 35
in FY 2008. One possibility for the decline is that some requests that have previously been made
through FOIA are now being made through the new Service Integrity Office. Most of the requests
that the Service Integrity Office handles are subpoenas. This caseload indicates that an attorney
from the Office of the General Counsel no longer needs to handle FOIA requests, but can support a
DMV official who fills that role. Because the FOIA Officer works closely with the Service Integrity
Officer and the Public Information Officer, the FOIA Officer could come from either office.

This fiscal year saw a dramatic increase in FOIA requests over last year. Although the reported
number of FOIA requests recieved during the reporting period is approximately the same as last

ear, that really is a superficial data indicator because it does not capture the number of requests
for documents in individual requests. For example, the largest request DCPS received this period
contained 35 separate requests for documents. Another FOIA request DCPS received contained a
list of 13 categories of requested documents from the files of twenty DCPS personnel - both hard
copy and electronic. In addition, this requestor provided 40 search terms to assist with the search
of the email boxes of those twenty individuals. This produced over 83,000 emails. The length of
individual FOIA requests and the overall volume of FOIA requests DCPS receives accounts for the
number of hours expended on FOIA this reporting period. This past fiscal year, four staff members
assisted with FOIA requests. These staff members included a paralegal, who spent about 70% of
his time on FOIA, and the Deputy General Counsel and Supervising Attorney, who both spent
more than 50% of their time on FOIA, and a staff assistant, responsible for updating the weekly
FOIA log and tracking the FOIA data on a monthly basis. For the upcoming fiscal year, we have
additional staff - a new paralegal, who spends almost 100% of his time on FOIA, save for the
|research assignments given to him to break the monotony of FOIA, and another attorney. The
volume of individual FOIA requests also explains the increased number of FOIA requests pending
at the end of the fiscal year.

The number of FOIA requests received, the length of individual FOIA requests, the number of
hours expended on FOIA, and the number of staff members dedicating hours to respond to FOIA
requests together with the relatively few FOIA requests denied - only 5 in whole, and 1 in part -
exemplifies DCPS's commitment to this Administration's philosophy of transparency and its
willingness and strive to be responsive. DCPS also demonstrated its commitment to public service
in the extremely low amount of fees collected to produce FOIA responses. However, over this past
fiscal year DCPS's Office of the General Counsel (OGC) - the office responsible for reviewing FOIA
requests and producing responses - has experienced financial and resource strain, mainly with
regard to paper. Many of these requests, particularly the email requests, are thousands of pages
long, resulting in a huge consumption of paper. As such, DCPS will have to develop a process to
reduce the consumption of this resource and reduce the cost to OGC.

From the data and the experiences of the past fiscal year, OGC has the following observations:;

1. The 15-day statutory period allowed for response to FOIA requests is insufficient. Despite the
fact that we had four and now have five staff members dedicating hours to respond to FOIA
requests, because of the length of many requests and the volume of responsive documents,
requiring many hours of review, OGC was rarely able to produce documents within the statutory
time-frame. While invoking the 10-day extension, providing OGC with 25 days to respond seems
to have provided OGC with sufficient time on average to respond to FOIA requests, OGC needed
more than 25 days to process over 30% of the FOIA requests it received.
